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What is phishing?
Phishing is a cybercrime in which a 
target or targets are contacted by email, 
telephone or text message by someone 
posing as a legitimate institution to 
lure individuals into providing sensitive 
data such as personally identifiable 
information, banking and credit card 
details and passwords. 
Email unfortunately provides scammers 
and other malicious individuals an easy 
means for luring potential victims.
Fraud schemes and email scams have 
existed for a long time. In fact, a number 
of them are merely “recycled” scams that 
predate the use of email. 
The Federal Trade Commission (FTC) has 
a list of the 12 most common scams:

	• Bogus business opportunities 
	• Chain letters 
	• Work-from-home schemes 
	• Health and diet scams 
	• Easy money 
	• “Free” goods 
	• Investment opportunities 
	• Bulk email schemes 
	• Cable descrambler kits 
	• “Guaranteed” loans or credit

To protect yourself from these scams, you 
should understand what they are, what 
they look like, how they work, and what 
you can do to avoid them. The following 
recommendations can minimize your 
chances of falling victim to an email scam: 
Protect your computer by using 
security software and setting it to update 
automatically.
Protect your cell phone by setting 
automatic updates. These updates 
could give you critical protection against 
security threats. 
Protect your accounts by using multi-
factor authentication. Some accounts 
offer extra security by requiring two or 
more login credentials, or multi-factor 
authentication. These extra credentials fall 
into three categories:
Something you know — a passcode, a 
PIN or an answer to a security question.
Something you have — a one-time 
verification code via text or email.
Something you are — a scan of your 
fingerprint, your retina or your face.
Multi-factor authentication makes 
it harder for scammers to log in to your 
accounts if they do get your information.

Recognizing and Avoiding 
Email Scams
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Scammers often update their tactics 
to keep up with the latest news or 
trends, but here are some common 
tactics used in phishing emails or text 
messages:
You might get an unexpected email or 
text message that looks like it’s from 
a company you know or trust, like a 
bank, utility company, online payment 
website or app. The message could 
actually be from a scammer, who 
might:
Say they’ve noticed some suspicious 
activity or login attempts — they 
haven’t.

Claim there’s a problem with your 
account or your payment information 
— there isn’t.

Say you need to confirm some 
personal or financial information — 
you don’t.

Include an invoice you don’t 
recognize — it’s fake.

Want you to click on a link to make a 
payment — the link has malware.

Say you’re eligible to register for 

a government refund — it’s a scam.

Offer a coupon for free things — it’s 
not real.

Remember, if it sounds too good to 
be true, it is. If it seems urgent, call the 
company directly to confirm that the 
email is from them. Don’t act quickly 
and be sure to avoid odd payments, 
notice threatening behaviors and be 
cautious of impersonations. You can 
always talk with someone you trust 
if you're unsure whether or not it's a 
scam. 
Remember to keep your social media 
accounts private to prevent scammers 
from getting personal information. 
Never wire money to someone without 
verifying the person or organization.

Stop, look, and think before you surrender 
confidential information or take action on  
an urgent request.

Phishing: Email-based social engineering  
targeting an organization.
Spear Phishing: Email-based social engineering 
targeting a specific person or role.
Stop, look, and think before you click that  
link or open that attachment.  

USB Attacks: An attack that uses a thumb drive  
to install malware on your computer.
Tailgating: When a hacker bypasses physical access 
controls by following an authorized person inside.
Stop, look, and think before plugging any  
external media into your computer or allowing 
someone in that you don’t recognize.

Don’t Become a Victim!
Social engineering is the art of manipulating, 
influencing, or deceiving you into taking some 
action that isn’t in your own best interest or in 
the best interest of your organization.

The goal of social engineers is to obtain your 
trust, then exploit that relationship to coax 
you into either divulging sensitive information 
about yourself or your organization or giving 
them access to your network.

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IRRIGATION SYSTEM FLUSHING:

DISTRICTS 5-8

In April 2023, our Utilities Operations and Maintenance 
contractor (Jacobs) began flushing the Villages Water 
Conservation Authority (VWCA) irrigation system located in 
Districts 5-8.  Flushing prevents the accumulation of small 
particles and build-up, which can lead to plugging issues in 
our irrigation system.  Due to the size of the VWCA system, 
the area has been divided into 90 distinct flushing zones.  
Once started, this project will take approximately 50 weeks 
to work through all 90 zones.

As the flushing takes place, you will see the Jacobs team opening fire hydrants and 
flushing irrigation lines only into the roadway.  Work hours will be from 8 am to 5 pm.  
Information will be updated regularly on the District’s website on when you can expect 
to see the Jacobs team in action in your area. Please continue to check the Weekly 
Bulletin or the What's Happening page on DistrictGov.org for updates.

This maintenance work will not have any effects on your drinking water quality nor 
pressure. This is a proactive effort to maintain your irrigation system.

The safety of residents and contractor personnel is of the utmost importance.  We are 
requesting everyone to abide by all barricades and warning signs and to avoid the active 
work area for anything other than access to your property.

Thank you for your cooperation and patience as we improve our irrigation system.  If you 
have any questions or would like additional information, please contact District Utilities at 
352-753-4022.
