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Alligators
Alligators are generally shy and avoid people. However, they may approach areas

where pets are present, since pets can resemble natural prey.

Tips for walking pets near water areas:
Keep pets on a leash at all times.
Maintain at least 10 feet from the water’s edge.
If you see an alligator, give it plenty of space and do not interact or provoke it.

Special note: Alligator mating season runs from early April through late July.
During this time, alligators may lay eggs near landscaped areas around basins.

These nests are well-camouflaged, so keep pets away from these spots.
Important reminder: Feeding alligators is illegal under Florida law 

(Florida Statute 372.667). For more information, visit myfwc.com.

Snakes
Many species of snakes live in wetlands, preserves, and water retention areas. 

Most avoid humans, but the cottonmouth (water moccasin) can act aggressively
and is often found sunning at the water’s edge or swimming in Florida.

If you encounter a snake:
Do not approach it.
Slowly and calmly choose a different path.
Avoid sudden movements that may startle the snake.
